Election of Chairman

Apologies for absence

Apologies were received from the internal auditor, Graham Grocock.
Declarations of interest

There were none.
Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 2nd March 2021
The minutes were agreed as a correct record. 
Matters arising from the Parish Council meeting held on 2nd March 2021
Parish Clerk’s retirement (item 5.1): MJ reported that a lady living in Stapleford had shown an interest but nothing had been received in writing. The Parish Clerk’s next-door neighbour is also considering whether to apply.
Rushcliffe Town and Parish Forum (item 6.1): MJ reminded Members that he had attended the event at Rushcliffe Arena on Thursday 6th March 2021. RP agreed to circulate slides of the presentations.
Faster broadband: NE mentioned that we were one voucher short in our bid to get ultrafast fibre broadband to the premises. After much argument DCMS did reissue a voucher, this has been validated and we now have sufficient to ensure all the installation costs are met and the project goes ahead. All properties between the Railway bridge and Kingston Estate will be able to get ultrafast broadband once it is installed. 
Matters Arising from Annual Parish Meeting held on 7th May 2021

Data Protection

Register of electors: The Borough Council has confirmed that Parish Councillors are entitled to receive a copy of the electoral register. RP will pass on copies of the request form.
Clerk’s correspondence
Great British Spring Clean 2021: Streetwise is working with Local Councils and community groups to support the Great British Spring clean which will run from 28th May to 13th June. Streetwise can offer pickers, bags and waste collection. WM offered to co-ordinate an event in Kingston.
Finance 
Approval of Certificate of Exemption: The Certificate which exempts small authorities from submitting financial information to the external auditors was approved unanimously. RP shall send the certificate to the external auditors.
Approval of Annual Governance Statement: The Annual Governance Statement, which forms section 1 of the Annual Return for the year ended 31st March 2021, was approved unanimously.
Approval of Accounting Statement: The Accounting Statement which forms section 2 of the Annual Return for the year ended 31st March 2021 was approved unanimously.
Audit for financial year 2020 to 2021: Graham Grocock, the Parish Council's internal auditor, has completed his audit together with his report which forms part of the Annual Return. 
Review of ‘Risk Assessment and Management’: GA circulated a revised risk assessment and management spreadsheet. This was approved unanimously.
Asset’s register: Members noted that the marquee and trailer are stored in Kingston Hall grounds.

Planning and Development Matters

New applications: 
Village hall. An application to cover the existing concrete roof to the ladies’ toilet block, extend the concrete slab at the rear of the building to provide hard standing for recycling bins has been received. The consultation period has ended and the Borough Council’s decision is awaited.
On-going applications:
Energy Recovery Facilities. The County Council is in receipt of further information about this proposal. Determination of the application has been suspended until 20th May 2021.
Other matters: 
Greater Nottingham Strategic Plan. Nothing to report at present.
Traffic

County Council elections: County Council elections take place on 6th May 2021. The new Councillor will be kept in the loop regarding highway matters.
New Kingston crossroads: Members were not aware of any accidents.
Flood warning signs: The County Council allows volunteers to become flood wardens provided they are trained. SD said he would be willing to be trained. 
Village hall and car park

Village hall: Nicole reported that electricians are going to install a hot water system. The next phase will include the provision of new toilets. New tables and shelves are also planned.
Car park: The Valuation Office Agency we will shortly be requesting car park information from those which are responsible for operating them, in line with their statutory duty to review rateable values for the 2023 revaluation. 
Environment

Trees on The Green: Members were reminded that the three replacement trees will be a copper beech (supplied by the MRA Group) a red oak (organised by Geoff Beeby) and an English oak (by SD). SD said that he has been in touch with Frost’s nursery about supplying a suitable tree and is awaiting a reply. When the proposed positions of the trees are marked out the utilities will be asked to comment. The intention is to plant in the Autumn. 
Wild flower seeds: Nicole said she has 2.5 kilos of wild flower seeds which she will offer to residents.
Flooding of properties: SD said he will claim a grant from the Borough Council towards sand bags.
Community Events
Beer Festival: No action required at present.
Live & Local: Members agreed that NE should bid for two summer shows.

Garden walkabout: This event shall take place on 10th and 11th July Kingston Hall grounds and a limited number of village gardens will be open.
Community Arts project: This event is happening now on a small scale.
Marquee hire and storage: Members agreed to offer the marquee back to Sutton Bonington Primary School. MJ offered to search for a suitable trailer.
Beacon pole location: MJ said he organise lowering the beacon pole and brazier.
