Matters arising from the Parish Council meeting held on 7th  March 2016
Church display board (item 5.1): SD reported that Harlow's will be supplying the timber, which he will then cut to size. 
Matters Arising from Annual Parish Meeting held on 9th May 2017
Dog bags and bins: It was agreed that a dog bin was required at the public footpath at the top of Dark Lane / West Leake Lane: SD offered to organise a new bin. He will also refurbish the existing bins and the boxes that house the bags.
Clerk’s correspondence
Rushcliffe town and parish conference: This event will be on Friday 16th June 2017 in the Rushcliffe Arena. The agenda is expected soon. RP will let Jennifer Kirkwood know that MJ will attend to represent the Parish Council.
CPRE Nottinghamshire AGM: This event will be on Friday 30th June 2017 in Flintham village hall, and be preceded by a walk around the village..
Finance 
Approval of accounts: The unaudited accounts for the year ended 31st March 2017, was approved unanimously.
Approval of annual Governance Statement: The Annual Governance Statement, which forms section 1 of the Annual Return for the year ended 31st March 2017, was approved unanimously.
Approval of Accounting Statements: The Accounting Statement which forms section 2 of the Annual Return for the year ended 31st March 2017 was approved unanimously.
Audit for financial year 2015 to 2016: RP will hand over the relevant financial information to the Parish Council's internal auditor, Graham Grocock.
Review of ‘Risk Assessment and Management’: GA circulated a revised risk assessment and management spreadsheet. This was approved unanimously.
Transparency Code: RP confirmed that he had applied for a grant of £722.00 from NALC. This has been received and paid into the Parish Council's main HSBC account. RP will purchase a laptop and scanner and add them to the assets register.
Location of assets: MJ reported that the rowing club at Zouch have agreed to keep the marquee and trailer temporarily in a compound. He will purchase wheel clamps for the trailer.
The boat club at Normanton on Soar will be having a committee meeting in mid-May when storage of the marquee and trailer at their compound will be discussed. 

RP will check the insurance implications of storing the items at a locked boat yard.
Members agreed that listing and checking the various parts of the marquee and erection procedure should be done.
Planning and Development Matters

New applications: 
Kegworth Station Yard. The plans for the erection of industrial buildings to create three new units and change of use change of use of exiting offices/stores. There were no objections from Councillors.
Former Hardstaff's site, Gotham Road: MJ will reply Rushcliffe Borough Council (RBC) that the Parish Council has concerns about noise and increase in traffic.
On-going applications:
West Lodge, Gotham Road. The application for a carport and a shed/garden building has been granted by RBC.
Other matters: 
Parish cluster sessions. MJ will ask Andrew Pegram, of RBC, whether he would be willing to attend a session with Kingston on soar and Sutton Bonington Councillors.

Bridge on Station Road: The new railway bridge is complete and traffic is running once more. 
New Kingston crossroads: This was discussed at the Annual Parish Meeting earlier that evening.

Village hall and car park

Village hall: Nothing to report.
Car park: MJ reported that stone has been delivered free of charge and that most of it has been spread over the car park by volunteers. British Gypsum have arranged for a gang of graduate students to complete this work and then roll it on Friday 12th May. DF agreed to organise a notice warning that the car park will be closed during the works.
