GA welcomed those present to the meeting.

Apologies for absence

Declarations of interest

There were none.
Minutes of AGM on 2nd July 2019
When ‘300 homes’ in item 9.3.2 had been amended to ‘3000 homes’ the minutes of the AGM on 2nd July 2019 were agreed and signed as a correct record.
Matters arising from AGM on 2nd July 2019
Maintenance of notice boards (item 5.1): 
Pin board in bus shelter. SD said that the pinboards are in place inside the bus shelter, one for advertising events and the other for advertising services.
Parking signs on The Green SD said he is seeking quotes for the parking signs and confirmed he would buy the materials and erect the signs himself.
Parish Council notice boards. SD said he had anchored the notice board in front of the village hall as it had been unsteady, and also varnished the one on West Leake Lane.

Maintenance of dog bag bins (item 5.2): SD will attend to the dog bag bin in Ratcliffe on Soar. It was agreed that notices should be erected to ask dog owners to take a dog poo bag and dispose of it in the bin provided.
Maintenance of information kiosk (item 5.3): SD has repainted the information kiosk.
Public footpaths (item 5.4): SD said that the public footpaths generally appear to be in good condition. The path from The Green towards Ratcliffe on Soar, where it crosses the dyke, can become overgrown.

Best Kept Village Competition (item 5.5): Members agreed that residents should be asked to make sure that their hedges are kept neat and tidy and do not obstruct public footpaths. DF was asked put this item in the newsletter. 
Data Protection
RP explained that the Information Commissioner’s Office (ICO) has developed a suite of resources to help local councils with some of their key data protection issues. The resources cover data audits, using personal devices and data sharing. The material is available to download from ICO’s website and use to improve data practices within the Parish Council.
Clerk's correspondence

Rushcliffe Town and Parish conference: Representatives of the Parish Council have been invited to this event at the Rushcliffe Arena on Friday 11th October 2019 from 9.30 am to 3.30 pm. MJ and JA said they would be able to attend: RP will inform the Borough Council.
Notts Association of Local Councils AGM: Representatives of the Parish Council have been invited to this event at Epperstone village hall on Thursday 21st November 2019 at 7.30 pm. This year the speaker will be the general manager at Veolia who will talk about ‘Recycling in Nottinghamshire’. NE said she may be able to attend.
Nottinghamshire County Council winter service: Once again the Parish Council can request five x 20 kg free bags of salt. MJ will check existing stock before deciding how many bags to order.
Finance
Financial up-date: Refer to Appendix A.
Finance training: RP circulated his notes of the ‘Contracts and procurement event’ he had attended at Epperstone village hall on 9th July 2019.
Adoption of Finance Regulations: RP circulated copies for consultation and explained that they were based upon a template provided by NALC and adapted to the needs of the Parish Council. Any amendments can be made following Members’ agreement at a Parish Meeting.
Insurance renewal: RP explained that the brokers, Came and Company had sent three quotes and recommended the cheapest from Inspire for £709.18p. Members agreed to accept this and RP should organise renewal.
Planning and Development Matters
New applications: 

6 Kingston Lane (ref 19/01490/FUL) Members agreed to accept the proposal to demolish the building and construct a replacement building that incorporates the recently built extension.

21 The Green ref (ref 19/01702/FUL) Members agreed to accept the proposal to erect a wooden summerhouse.
On-going applications: 
Development at Kegworth Deep Lock (ref no. 19/00232/LBC & 18/01926/FUL). The Borough Council has approved the project subject to conditions.
Other development matters: 
Rushcliffe Local Plan. When the Borough Council receives the inspector’s report it will consider whether to adopt it.
Fairham Pastures. An exhibition of current proposals will take place at Barton in Fabis on 25th September 2019 from 3 pm to 7pm.
County Minerals Plan. The County Council is seeking views on whether the plan is legally compliant and considered ‘sound’. The consultation ends on 11th October 2019 and further information can be found on the County Council’s website.
Traffic
Road lighting maintenance: SD said he had reported to the County Council that four of the lights in the village were faulty. Three have been repaired but the one near the bridge over Kingston Brook still needs attention.
Members noted that a grant may be available towards painting lighting columns. SD agreed to get a quote from the County Council to do the work.

Footpaths: Members told AB that the footpaths on Gotham Road from the Hall entrance to New Kingston crossroads and on Station Road from The Green to Woodside needs improving as they are very narrow and uneven in places.
30-mph Speed limit: Members told AB that the 30-mph speed limit in the village should be extended along Gotham Road as far as the lodge at the entrance to Kingston Hall.

Cyclists: MJ reported that some cyclists disregard the highway code and that cycle races are quietening down now that evenings are becoming darker.

Snow warden: JA volunteered to take on the role.
Village hall and car park

Village hall: GA said Mike Plimmer is organising the AGM.

Refurbishment is being discussed by the committee.
Car Park: SD said he would touch up the yellow paint on the height restrictor where it has been hit by a ladder on top of the vehicle. He then explained the outstanding work required to the height restrictor and that a warning sign is in place.

Environment

Recycling bins: Following a request for views on the provision of a glass recycling bin in the car park a total of 21 replies were received and the majority were in favour. The objectors raised concerns about broken glass around the bin and the noise when glass is deposited in the bin. Members agreed to site the bin on a tarmac base as it would be easy to sweep up any broken glass, and also to order the type of bin that muffles the noise.
Land alongside Kingston Brook: Members were reminded that an informal path leads from Gotham Road to a couple of picnic tables. However, the tall vegetation, such as Himalayan balsam, needs cutting or removing. Members were asked to inspect the area and discuss the matter at the next meeting.
Rushcliffe Tree Scheme 2018 to 2021: Members were reminded that the Borough Council offers trees to be planted singly or in a group on public or private land, subject to the owner’s agreement. Members agreed that this should appear in the newsletter.

Community events
Garden walkabout: Whilst lots of money was raised throughout the day, the evening music event was not very well patronised and made a subsequent loss. This will therefore be reviewed before next year’s event.

Beer Festival: This will take place over the weekend 21st/22nd September 2019. Advertising has been organised and a good selection of beers is planned. Volunteers are needed to man the barbecue and bar
Burns Night Ceilidh: This event will take place on the evening of Saturday 25th January 2020.

Village Ventures: NE is expecting publicity material soon.
Marquee and trailer hire and storage: One section of the marquee has been hired for a function and an invoice will be issued.

Beacon: MJ said he knows of a tractor that would be useful when lowering the basket and pole and transporting it to an agreed location. There will then be an opportunity to undertake some maintenance of it.

GA said she will be circulating a draft survey for comments.
Parish web site

GA reported that the website has been tidied up.
Parish newsletter
This will be prepared by DF, and printed by RP as usual.

Any other business
Celebrating Rushcliffe Awards: RW said that the annual Celebrating Rushcliffe Awards champions the Borough’s volunteers, businesses, clubs, organisations, environmentalists, sports teams and athletes and the best of its health and wellbeing and food and drink sectors. Nominations for the 2019 awards were launched in August ahead of the November event.
