Planning and Development Matters
New applications: 
6 Kingston Lane. The applicant has applied for a certificate of existing lawful development for a single storey extension to an existing dwelling which shall provide a bathroom and lobby as granted by planning permission ref 03/01561//FUL. Members agreed that there are no reasons to object.
On-going applications: 
Kegworth station yard, Station Road. Nothing to report.
Hillside Gotham Road. The Borough Council have granted this proposal.
Home Farm Kingston Estate. The Borough Council have granted this proposal.

Other development matters: 

Rushcliffe Local Plan. The Borough Council are consulting on their preferred housing sites and GA offered to submit comments on their proposals at Gotham where 100 homes are planned near the bus depot.
Minerals Plan. The County Council are conducting an Issues and options consultation for the period up to 2036. The consultation will run from 20th November 2017 to 14th January 2018.
Traffic

Cycle races: These cease during winter months.
New Kingston crossroads: AB reported that the County Council's Accident Investigation Unit is working up a scheme.
The inter-active sign warning drivers approaching the crossroads from Gotham to slow down is no longer working. This is because the wind turbine and solar panel have been stolen. The County Council is aware of this.
Melton Lane crossroads: Nothing to report.
Gotham Road: The state of the pavement and the lack of drainage alongside Gotham Road was reported to AB.

Car Park: MJ reported that he plans to re-felt the roof of the salt store.
