Church information board (item 5.1): SD reported that the printing is no longer being done by M & B Print of Loughborough, and he is getting quotes from other firms. 
Parish Council email address (item 7.2): MJ said that the email address is being used by Live and Local about Village Ventures.
Clerk's correspondence

Broadband up-date: Steven Adams is the new contact for the Nottinghamshire programme. Faster broadband is planned to arrive in New Kingston in March 2018.
Transparency fund: RP confirmed that he would be attending NALC's drop-in session at Southwell on Wednesday 11th January 2017 to learn more about the transparency fund.

Rushcliffe Town and Parish Forum: MJ will be attending the next event will be held on Wednesday 15th February 2017 at the Rushcliffe Arena when the theme will be 'planning'.
Finance

Financial up-date: Refer to the Appendix A.

Review of insurance provision: The current insurance policy ends on 8th October 2017  and all assets on the register are covered.
Review of assets register: MJ agreed to investigate whether the assets currently stored at the Metcalfe’s home could be kept at Church Farm. These items include the trailer and the marquee.

· Review of employee’s pay and conditions: Members agreed to increase the clerk’s pay in line with budget proposals, i.e. £1200 per annum (3.4% increase). RP will inform HMRC.
· Review of employee’s tax arrangements: The Clerk’s tax arrangements have not changed since the previous review in January 2016.
· Review of subscriptions: Members agreed to continue to subscribe to NALC. SLCC, ALCC and CPRE.
· Budget and Precept for 2017/18: GA circulated her budget and proposed an unchanged budget of £4100.00: this was agreed unanimously. RP will inform the Borough Council.
· Appointment of internal auditor: Graham Grocock agreed to be the Parish Council's internal auditor and that there would be no charge for his services.
Planning and Development Matters
New applications: 
Dairy Centre Melton Lane: Members raised no objections to the University of Nottingham's application to permit an extension of three weeks for geological exploration.
On-going applications: There were none.
Other development matters: There were none.
Traffic

Bridge on Station Road: The works to increase the height of the bridge over the railway on Station Road is in progress. The road is closed during the works and is expected to re-open during March 2017. A temporary pedestrian bridge has been constructed alongside.

New Kingston crossroads: Regarding the approach to the crossroads from the A453, County Council officers are aware that vehicles occasionally overshoot the give way lines.

Finger post on The Green: This has been repaired by the County Council although 'Bonington' has been mis-spelled.
Station Road: AB said that the re-surfacing work is no longer on the County Council's highways programme.

A6006 bridge at Zouch: AB said that construction of the new road bridge over the River Soar is due start during May 2018.
Village hall car park

Village hall: GA reported that the Management Committee plan to hold their AGM in February.
Car Park: MJ agreed to appeal to SM for a grant towards a litter bin. The re-felting of the salt store and the clearing of the far corners of the car park will take place this summer by volunteers.  
Environment
Trees on The Green: SD confirmed that he will ask Steve Faulks whether he would be willing to quote for a tree survey. 
Bollards on The Green: MJ will look into purchasing paint and fluorescent strips for the bollards.
Flower tubs: The 2 flower tubs in the village are being looked after by nearby residents.
Wild flower area: MJ will ask P and J Services to strim around the daffodils in the wild flower area this spring.

Village Ventures: Everyone agreed that the Graffiti classics event was very good.
Hire of marquee: Members agreed that hire costs should be advertised and that colour coding of the parts would help.

GA reported that progress of the Village Plan is on-going.
