MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON MONDAY 24TH JANUARY 2022

MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON MONDAY 24TH JANUARY 2022

BOROUGH AND COUNTY COUNCIL UPDATES
Cllr Walker provided an update on Borough Council matters. It is likely that activity at the Fairham development with start picking up, 2 parcels of land now have planning permission and an access road will be created off the Mill Hill roundabout. The Borough Council’s boundary review is open for consultation again for the North/East area of the borough only. 
Cllr Elders joined the meeting and raised agenda item 11C, Cllr Walker had notified the planning enforcement team at Rushcliffe Borough Council who were looking into the matter.

Cllr Aldridge joined the meeting.
Cllr Barney noted that the proposed incinerator at the Ratcliffe on Soar site went back to the planning committee, Cllr Barney had put to the committee that carbon capture should be part of the application and that the A453 should be used as the designated HGV route and not the villages. Cllr Barney also spoke of the proposed new cycleway encompassing Nottingham, Clifton, the freeport site, Sutton Bonington and the A453. 
Cllr Barney spoke of the Levelling Up White Paper, the aim of which is to get money into deprived areas. The proposal would see an elected mayor have responsibility over all the borough, district, county and city councils for Nottinghamshire, Derbyshire and Leicestershire. With additional powers and responsibilities delegated from central government. 
Cllr Barney provided an update on the proposed new health centre in East Leake and noted a future consultation on the provision of hospital care in Nottingham. There had been a serious accident at the Sutton Bonington crossroads, Nottinghamshire County Council/Via are looking at what safety measures which can be implemented.
Cllr Walker and Cllr Barney discussed the planning application for a solar farm (agenda item 11A), the cumulative effect of this alongside other development in the immediate area could result in little greenbelt land between Kingston and the A453/freeport site.

013/2022
Zouch bridge has been resurfaced as a temporary measure whilst Leicestershire County Council look at how best to reinforce the bridge. Cllr Walker and Cllr Barney left the meeting.

HIGHWAYS AND FOOTPATHS 



Cllr Melville provided an update. The streetlights at the top end of West Leake Lane had been fixed and the white lines at the crossroads had been repainted. The pavement between Kingston Hall and Kingston village is due to be sided up on a future scheme.


Cllr Dale updated the meeting on the closure of the footpath between Kingston and Ratcliffe whilst the footbridge is being repaired, work is likely to take place in early June when water levels are lower.

VILLAGE HALL AND CAR PARK

(A) VILLAGE HALL UPDATE

Cllr Elders has now taken over as Chair of the Village Hall Committee. Thanks expressed to Cllr Barney for providing the funding to purchase the potato oven. A plan is now in place for the refurbishment of the toilets. 
Cllr Melville commented that some people attending Village Hall activities were unhappy that the car park was often full, it was noted that the car park is a village car park and whilst it can be used by Village Hall users it is subject to space and is not advertised as a facility provided by the Hall.
(B) CAR PARK UPDATE

The car park hedge has now been cut which has created two additional spaces.

The Co-operative account has been closed and the funds have been transferred to the Parish Council’s HSBC account and will be used to pay for the car park hedge cutting. The savings account with NS&I had been updated with the Clerk’s details. The banking mandates had been changed with HSBC to include the Clerk, Cllr Johnson and Cllr Aldridge. Forms and a letter were completed and signed to send to HSBC to register the Clerk as primary user for online banking for both HSBC accounts.

(A) NEW APPLICATIONS
22/00319/FUL - Land To The West Of Wood Lane And Stocking Lane, Kingston Estate, Gotham -  Installation of renewable energy generating solar farm comprising ground-mounted photovoltaic solar arrays, together with substation, inverter stations, security measures, site access, internal access tracks and other ancillary infrastructure, including landscaping and biodiversity enhancements – Consultation as neighbouring parish. PC – No objections but noted concerns over Rights of Way being maintained.

22/00138/LBC - 10 Kingston Court, Kingston Fields, Kingston On Soar - Internal alterations to remove two walls & erect one wall – RBC granted permission.

21/02886/VAR - Former Hardstaffs Site, Gotham Road, Kingston On Soar - Variation of condition 6 of 21/01560/REM to allow for the maximum height of any stacked material to be raised. – Pending RBC decision.
